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  Will your Safety Harness Kill You? 


Let's hope not! Actually it is a concern. It’s caused by suspension trauma which can cause death from hanging suspended in a harness. The trauma is from lack of blood flow. Not many of us have witnessed a fall, which is good, but what should we do if one does occur?


Train all personnel that suspension in an upright position for longer than 5 minutes can be fatal


Avoid working alone if it’s feasible 


If that’s impossible, have people around you check on you periodically


Tie off as high & tight to your work as possible


Attach lanyard as close to the Center of Gravity of your body as possible.


Limit time in suspension to under 5 minutes after a fall


Move your legs & get them as high as possible if in suspension


Emergency rescuers must be aware that moving a victim to a   horizontal position too quickly can be fatal


Talk this over with the Safety director before you start your task.


There are some new harnesses on the market that have an escape ladder built right into them. Boston Ladder Company is just one manufacturer.
